I saw an ad in our Ridgewood Times for this restaurant and made a mental note that I had to try it. I was leaving our property owners board meeting last week by St. Matthias and on a whim, not having eaten dinner yet I walked into Thai Village not knowing what to expect. I was greeted by a friendly smile and a courteous staff member took my order for take out. I chose Pad Ke-Mao which is a sautéed flat noodle dish which I ordered with chicken and some steamed dumplings. Now I like Thai food (and even had the real thing in Thailand many years ago) but I’m often disappointed. I rushed home and couldn’t wait to try it. I wasn’t disappointed. I was immediately taken by the savory smells of the spices and the flavor was just wonderful. You could taste the freshness of the food and it was still piping hot when I got it home. The dish cost $6.95. The dumpling appetizer was $4.

Having enjoyed that dish so much I took my first excuse to invite a friend to dinner to Thai Village the next weekend. For appetizer I had Martini Coconut Shrimp ($5) and for main course I ordered Crispy Basil Duck ($13.95). They were a knockout. My friend was similarly pleased with his choice. We weren’t as happy with the desert but that wasn’t what we had come for.

Then at work we sometimes order out something special and I brought the Thai Village menu to work. Most of us ordered from the Lunch Specials. We all ordered something different and the lunch entry came with soup of the day, salad, vegetable spring roll and rice and all for $7 . It was a winner with everyone.

Added to the economical prices the staff is very pleasant! You can ask them for spicy or mild preparation. Everything is prepared fresh. If you like Thai food or if you haven’t had a chance to try really good Thai food, you have to try this restaurant. It was a winner with me and I hope it will be a winner with you.
